Making the right choice is a breeze thanks to the systematic range of colors, for example, Medintone comes in three color hues. A new concertina-fold book offers perfect visual guidance throughout the collection and allows users to quickly locate the right structures, nuances and hues along with harmonious combinations and the appropriate conductive variants.

They are outstandingly well suited for heavy traffic areas like health and education facilities, industrial sites, research and development laboratories and shop interiors. Since homogenous floorings only consist of a single layer, the entire thickness of the flooring can be used as a wear layer, rendering it extremely durable. All vinyl floorings are easy to maintain, long-lasting and environmentally friendly due to the factory-applied PUR coating. This guarantees maximum durability and quick and easy cleaning, which reduces maintenance costs and the environmental impact. Thanks to the PUR ECO System, these floorings are remarkably resistant to scratches and scuffing.
Inspiring colors and designs
With 42 colors, the new Medintone structure offers the widest color range of all the vinyl floor coverings. Fourteen different key colors are available in three light and dark gradations. This selection includes a total of nine warm and cool shades of gray alone. The chip patterns, which each consist of five closely related hues, are finely structured and eloquently understated. When installed over large surfaces, Medintone has a nearly uni-color effect and the gentle patterning makes it easy to maintain.
The 36 fresh Favorite colors also inspire imaginative floor creations. This non-directional, classic chip design offers a striking and low-maintenance alternative to monochrome surfaces. In addition to the primary colors red, green, blue and yellow, there are many shades of gray and beige as well as pastel effects, each in two or three gradations. These pastel colors are particularly suitable for combinations with the "Pastell Conductive" line of conductive flooring, which is ideal for a wide range of uses, including hospital operation rooms.
Contour top-flight designer flooring is remarkably expressive. Flecks in 16 intense accent colors against a background of finely graduated shades of gray create appealing contrasts that make the floor literally appear to glow. This structure is especially popular among architects. Armstrong has now complemented this gray series with a black and a white combination. The four primary colors are also available in conductive variants.
Royal is a DLW vinyl classic with a non-directional pattern that is rich in contrasts and resists soiling. Eighteen colors – from timelessly elegant shades of gray and beige to vibrant nuances – enrich this array of colors. The range of deep red, violet and blue tones stands at the focus of this new collection.
Cenit offers a finely-formed visual comprising 14 warm beige and terracotta tones and a number of gray variations. This attractive and cost-effective flooring perfectly camouflages traces of daily wear and tear. Solid is also a flooring that features the compelling key advantage of cost-effectiveness. With 16 colors, Armstrong Solid offers a well-rounded range focusing on light shades of gray, beige and blue.
Conductive variants
The new DLW vinyl collection also includes a number of conductive floorings designed to match the above-mentioned structures. The term "conductive" designates floor coverings that are suitable for operation rooms, but also for industrial applications and areas where delicate electronic instruments need to be protected. These floor coverings have a grounding resistance of max. 106 ohm. Royal Conductive comes in six attractive colors, Pastell Conductive in 16 color gradations and Contour Conductive in 4 colors. Royal ESD was specially developed for areas with exacting conductivity requirements where, in addition to conductivity, electrical insulation to ground is required, for instance, in the field of microelectronics. Six colors are available here.

Armstrong DLW vinyl flooring is available as sheets or tiles that can easily be combined with each other or other floors. By using a mixture of colors and materials, designers can create inspiring effects. Armstrong DLW vinyl floorings can be used in all types of settings, including public buildings, schools and hospitals, and their high standards of durability, hygiene and conductivity even make them suitable for operation rooms, laboratories and the field of microelectronics.
